Executive Summary
The 2005-07 biennial budget continues the recent pattern of operational budget reductions for

the University of Wisconsin System. These cuts total $90 million for the biennia. The
reductions, including fringe benefits, are a combination of base and one-time cuts as follows:

One-time  $25,000,000 $25,000,000
Total $55,000,000  $35,000,000  $90,000,000

Milwaukee’s share of these reductions, including fringe benefits, is as follows:

The 2005-07 biennial budget also required the University of Wisconsin System to eliminate 200
administrative positions. Milwaukee will eliminate 9.58 FTE of this amount.

The Governor’s budget did include $5 million (including fringe benefits) system-wide, to retain
high-demand faculty. Milwaukee’s share will be $673,200 split equally between years.

The Student Technology fee budget was increased by $586,983 to $2,268,267.

UW-Milwaukee received a $1,000,000 allocation from UW-System which is being used as seed
money for the Wisconsin Institute for Biomedical and Health Technologies (WIBHT) at UWM.
WIBHT will champion research from industry and academia at the frontiers of inquiry in
biomedical engineering, health care informatics, and clinical research on patient outcomes and
treatment efficacy.

For 2005-06, tuition for UWM was increased by $178 per semester for all students,
undergraduate and graduate. Percentage increases are as follows:

Resident - Undergraduate 6.9%
Resident - Graduate 4.8%
Nonresident - Undergraduate 2.0%
Nonresident - Graduate 1.6%

State Program Funds

The 2005-06 UWM state program funds budget of $219,656,299 represents a $7,234,285 (3.4%)
increase of the 2004-05 budget. The changes consist of the following elements:

Fringe benefits for UWM State Program Funds are budgeted to be $54,797,454 for 2005-06.
This represents an increase of $6,926,000 (6%). UW System allocates fringes from its pool of
funds based on historical experience and adjusted for base budget changes.

Allocations for the Milwaukee Idea biennial budget initiative of 2001-03 continue to be made to
the divisions for 2005-06. In planning how to distribute the Milwaukee Idea funding across
campus, it was decided that 75% would be earmarked for academic program initiatives and 25%
assigned to infrastructure issues. The Milwaukee Idea biennial budget funding is allocated to
specific Action Plans once approved positions are filled or other non-salary spending plans are
approved. Base budget allocations, excluding fringe benefits, for fiscal years 2003-04 through
2005-06 are presented in Schedule G1.

Auxiliary Operations

UW-Milwaukee’s segregated fees per semester increased from $346.50 in 2004-05 to $362.80 in
2005-06. This represents an increase of $16.30 (4.7%). While most segregated fee-funded
auxiliary units had modest rate increases, decreased or remained unchanged, two units were
primarily responsible for $11.65 of the increase. The Student Union increased user fees by $5.80
to cover increased operating costs and the Health Center increased fees by $5.85 primarily to
compensate for increases in fringe benefit costs.

Room rates increased between 11% and 12%. Rates for the original towers range from $2,688 to
$3,740 per year. East Tower suites range from $3,512 to $4,774. The cost of meal contracts
range from $1,608 to $3,090.

The Kenilworth Square complex is expected to be open for operations during fiscal 2006-07.
Expected revenues of $180,000 will be collected during 05-06 to build a reserve for supporting
the opening of the facility.

For budget year 2005-06 Athletics and Klotsche operations were transferred from Administrative
Affairs to Student Affairs.

Introduction

The 2005-06 Budget Report for the University of Wisconsin - Milwaukee contains schedules and
graphs which provide a broad view of campus funding. The document shows how UWM's
resources have been organized into a spending plan reflecting educational priorities and public
policy. This Budget Report and the Financial Report are an important part of the complete
campus record of budget planning and execution.

The University of Wisconsin - Milwaukee, like most nonprofit institutions, relies on a system of
fund accounting to produce a record of its financial affairs. The basic premise of fund
accounting is that funds are received for specific purposes and are budgeted and spent
accordingly. The operating budget reflects a plan of spending consistent with a legislatively
derived and collegially confirmed sense of purpose. With careful reading, this report should
convey an understanding of the UWM budget as a product of decisions intended to capture and
reflect the campus mission and priorities in the allocation of funds.

To ensure that funds are spent as intended, the system of budgeting and accounting captures
financial data in four major categories reflecting different aspects of accountability. Nearly all
of the schedules in the report incorporate one or more of these categories. A glossary is
appended to the report to assist with any unfamiliar terms. The four major categories around
which the schedules are built are:

1. Source of Funds - where the money comes from; to give accountability to the providers
of university funding.

2. Use of Funds by Division - who spends the money; to give functional or programmatic
accountability and control.

3. Use of Funds by Program - why the money is spent; to give functional or programmatic
accountability and control.

4. Use of Funds by Expenditure Classification - how the money is spent; to account for the
kinds of goods and services used.

Besides the categories just discussed, some tables incorporate all campus funds while others
focus on a portion of the funds, the State Program Funds. State Program Funds is a term that
refers to the pool of operating funds that are generated from state tax appropriations for general
operations, student academic fee income, and a portion of federal indirect cost reimbursement.
This pool of funds for expenditure purposes is often referred to by numeric designations in the
budgeting and accounting systems as Funds 101/131, 105, 114, 115, 119, 177 and 402. State
Program Funds should not be confused with General Purpose Revenue (GPR), which is a state
tax supported funding source.

The report is arranged in six sections, A through G. Section A includes schedules and graphs
showing the UWM budget at a summary level for each of the four major accountability
categories discussed earlier. There are two sets of schedules, one for all funds (Al - A3) and one
for the State Program Funds (A4 - A7). All the schedules contain a year-to-year comparison of
the 2004-05 and 2005-06 fiscal years and a "percentage of budget” column that corresponds to
the graphs. Schedule A8 is included to show changes in all state appropriations. Schedule A9 is
a summary of extramural funding. Schedule A10 provides a summary of program revenue
funding.

Section B provides detailed information on the changes to the State Program Funds budget
between the past and current fiscal year. The categories or types of changes referenced in the
tables are defined in the glossary. The schedules are provided to show changes by division and
type of change.

The schedules in Section C display information about the 2005-06 budget in more detail than
Section A by organizing the accountability categories in various combinations. Schedule C7
outlines funding for UW-Extension integrated activities on the Milwaukee campus.

Section D focuses on the salary and position portion of the State Program Funds budget which is
of special interest since compensation (salary and fringe benefits) represents almost 90% of the
total State Program Funds budget.

Section E displays the budget and financial conditions of Auxiliary Operations units, which
make a major contribution to the quality of campus life and represent a major budgeting and
planning consideration.

Section F provides budget details for the Milwaukee Idea.
Section G provides budget detail for the Milwaukee Idea Action Plans.
Notes that support all of the above Sections are located after Section G.

Appendix A, Glossary of Terms, is included after the schedules and notes to explain various
budgeting and accounting terms. Appendix B lists the funds included in each of the following
categories: State Program Funds, Other State Funds, Extramural Support Funds and Program
Revenue Funds. Appendix C contains A Concise History of Budget Issues and Actions for FY
1990-91 to FY 2005-06.
